Red light runners and 

speeders have caused multiple 

traffi  c deaths in our city; on 

average, 61 people die in 

accidents at Connecticut 

intersections each year.

I have heard more from 

Hartford residents about 

the problem of speeding 

than any other issue. I 

have secured $250,000 

in state funding to place 

speed tables at locations 

where speeding is a 

particular problem in our 

neighborhoods. Watch for 

the installation of these 

speed tables this spring in 

your neighborhood.

Slowing Traffi  c for Safer Streets
Speeding is a serious problem in Hartford. I have heard from many of you about drivers who speed or fail to stop at red lights 

and stop signs. These drivers place all of us at risk. The following are eff orts I am working on to address these problems.
